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C.

Residential Housing Views: The Chief of Police shall ensure that camera positions
and views of residential housing are limited. Any view of student housing will be no
better than what is available with unaided vision. Furthermore, the view of a
residential housing facility must not violate a students’ reasonable expectation of
privacy in that area.

The FAUPD will advise departments on the appropriate application of surveillance
technologies.

Changes in Law or Security Practices: The Chief of Police shall monitor
developments in the law and in security industry practices to ensure that camera
surveillance is consistent with the best practices and complies with all applicable
federal and state laws and regulations.



c. Viewing Access. Access to video surveillance monitors will be limited. Specifically,
the following guidelines shall apply in granting access to monitor the video



VIl.  Training. All personnel involved in the supervision, application, use or monitoring of
video surveillance technology at the University must (i) be trained in the technical, legal and
ethical parameters of appropriate camera use and (ii) receive a copy of this policy and provide
written acknowledgement that they have read and understood its contents.
